A program Italian Carlton explores the experiences and contributions made by the Italian
community to Carlton, making this multicultural suburb what it is today.

Supported by Co.As.It, Museum Victoria and the lan Potter Foundation for students Year 6-
12 of Italian or History, students begin the experience with a short walk to the Carlton
precinct and later they explore historical Carlton via the interactive website Italian Carlton.
Exploration of the website takes place in the computer lab at Co.As.It, where students can
explore the themes of Food, Entertainment, History, Fashion & Community Celebrations, and
use an interactive map to tour the Carlton precinct past and present. Key stories of Italians
that contributed to the area or experienced growing up in Carlton are also presented as part
of the experience.
