On 24 August 79 CE, the Roman city of Pompeii was buried by the catastrophic eruption of
Mount Vesuvius. The very debris and ash that so suddenly and violently ended life in
Pompeii also encased the city in a virtual time capsule. As a result, Pompeii is today one of
the most complete and intact archaeological sites in the world.

Melbourne Museum is presenting A Day in Pompeii as part of the Melbourne Winter
Masterpiece series. The exhibition depicts the daily life of one of the world's most
extraordinary cities. The exhibition starts on 26 June 2009 and concludes on 11 October
20009.

A Day in Pompeii takes visitors back in time to experience life and death in this cosmopolitan
city. The exhibition featureshundre ds of excepti onal objects

for over seventeen centuries. Included are room-size frescoes, marble and bronze
sculptures, jewellery, gold coins and everyday household items i all of which evoke the

| was struck by the size of the city, about sixty-six hectares. As a visitor one can visit two-thirds
of the city, which has been uncovered from the layers of lava, whilst another third remains
buried with some debate about whether any further excavation will take place. The current
director, Prof. Pietro Giovanni Guzzo wants to make the Pompeii site accessible to tourists, thus
further restoration is vital even though much has already been done and continues, especially in
some of the famous homes, like the House of the Vettii. This particular home contains a large
peristyle, which is a central garden around which the villa is built; it is one of the most famous in
Pompeii. The overgrown garden was reconstructed according to archaeological evidence
uncovered in the debris.

The house of the Vettii is currently being restored to correct a restoration that was done
several years ago, which unfortunately damaged parts of the home.

A Day in Pompeii will present objects from some of the famous homes in Pompeii and
explain the archaeological evidence that has been uncovered with the discovery of objects
from various parts of the city. An interesting observation we made during our visit was the
evidence of culture and lifestyle that has been uncovered; for example the suburban and
Forum baths and the Great Palestra. The baths played an important role in the day of a
Pompeian; most people bathed there rather than at home, usually in the late afternoon. The
Great Palestra was intended mainly for gymnastic exercise by the youth of Pompeii but it was
al so where boys attended school . Many obj
their bodies. Gold jewellery was found in homes and on individuals. As it does today,
expensive jewellery expressed wealth and power.

One discovery which demonstrated the importance of the arts in Pompeii is the Great
Theatre; it could hold 5000 spectators. The stage and optus latericium (backdrop) were
decorated with marble and statues. The works performed here most likely included the
Atellanae (popular farces in the Oscan language) and plays, mimes and pantomimes, with
dancing and music. The spectators were arranged in order of importance, with the lower
section reserved for the VIPs and the upper levels reserved for slaves and women.

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The observance of religion, both publicly and privately, was another theme to emerge from
the ruins of Pompeii. Public worship took place in many temples, including the Temple of
Apollo, one of the most ancient sanctuaries in Pompeii; other temples were devoted to
Jupiter, Fortuna Augusta and lIsis. In private homes families erected altars containing
religious icons. Fortuna was very popular, along with Vulcan, Neptune, Mercury and
Bacchus.

Near the Great Palestra there is a large glass case that is the home of various body casts.
The true horror of the eruption is captured in the final poses of its victims surrendering to the
burning lava. In 1863 the archaeologist Fiorelli had the idea of pouring plaster into the
cavities left by the bodies in the layers of ash. Once set, a cast was obtained from which the
shape of the victim emerged. The body casts are another highlight of the exhibition A Day in
Pompeii. The casts coming to Melbourne are replicas only; because the original casts contain
human remains, the Soprintendenza Archeologica di Pompei has strict rules that they remain
in Italy. The exhibition will set the scene of the destruction of Pompeii using the body casts as
an emotional reminder of the power of nature.

Walking around Pompeii in the flesh is an extraordinary experience. One can imagine the
characters that once lived and played there, lounging on sofas and enjoying all the earthly
pleasures. The exhibition A Day in Pompeii will re-create this experience for visitors to the
Melbourne Museum. Some exhibits will inspire and delight, while others will provoke empathy
with the people who perished in the pyroclastic surges that poured from Vesuvius. It will give
teachers and students a rare opportunity to experience an important historical momentin a
visceral, not just an intellectual, sense.

The education team at the Museum is currently developing materials for teachers. These are
being designed for use in a range of subject areas and within various curriculum frameworks.
The Pompeii exhibition lends itself to English, Geography, LOTE (ltalian), Science and
History teaching. The educational materials will provide examples of how teachers might use

the exhibition experience to further

Teachers and students of History at Year 7 and 8 (Level 5) will find this exhibition
exhilarating. They will gain a deep understanding of the foundations of modern society and
an insight into the sophistication of technology and lifestyle in the Roman era. The exhibition
is instructive on daily life and social organisation in Pompeii, particularly the experiences of
women and slaves. Students will also learn about children, education, values, religion, myths
and legends and political structures in Pompeii (they will be surprised to see evidence of
officially-sanctioned political graffiti daubed on the walls of houses and shops, for example).
They will be able to explore how culture was expressed through art, music, literature and the
dramatic spectacle of gladiatorial events.

Students will experience first-hand the process of investigating the past and the methods
archaeologists use to construct representations of daily life in ancient civilisations. They will
interpret findings, drawing on their own knowledge of contemporary civilisation, and analyse
change and continuity over time to compare key aspects of past and present societies.

There is a huge number of resources, particularly on websites, that teachers can access to

prepare their students for the exhibit i on. The resources devel oped
education team offer a host of web links and references. A dedicated website will be set up at
http://museumvictoria.com.au/pompeii, on which materials will be posted in the months prior

to the opening.
