An innovative project, developed by Yolanda de Santis, of Fitzroy High School brought six
enthusiastic Year 8 students, studying Italian Conversation as an extension to the Year 8
Italian course, to the Resource Centre over several weeks.

Their aim was primarily to collect resources in order to teach basic Italian to the local Primary
school children at North Fitzroy Primary and Spensley Street Primary. Not only was this
a great way to consolidate their own language skills, but it involved using their knowledge of
the language to plan appropriate tasks for particular purposes. Experiences such as this
provide students with opportunities to use the target language in authentic situations.

It was very rewarding for Co.As.It Resource Centre staff to work with Yolanda and the
students in selecting appropriate materials particularly from the Picture Fiction and Realia
Section.
